Course Description:
This course is an exit requirement for all Master of Education students in the course-based route. This course is designed to engage graduate students in a scholarly analysis and synthesis of knowledge in their field of study, and, therefore, should be completed at the end of the program.
Course Objectives/Outcomes:
The outcomes of this course include:
· collating and summarizing the full experience of your graduate studies
· engaging in thorough self-reflection about personal and professional growth
· planning for the future application of knowledge and skills acquired in the graduate program
· participating in the dissemination and acquisition of knowledge in the field of education
· participating in cross-disciplinary dialogue between educators who have developed areas of expertise

My philosophy for this course:
As you come to the end of your Master’s degree, I would invite you to participate within this community of learners to take stock of where you are, where you have been, and where you will go in your personal learning journey. The three perspectives of past, present, and future will help you to define and understand your learning in a much more comprehensive way.

You have invested, time, energy, [and money] in the completion of your Master’s degree. How has it changed you? How has it helped you to make a difference? How can you share your new understandings in a way that will help you to have greater influence and have a more significant impact in your personal contexts?

As you struggle through these self-reflections together, you will create a community of learners from across the four programs. You will learn about yourself and about each other. Ideally, by the end of the course you will feel refreshed and ready to take your knowledge forward into the world.

· Then, expect to have your presentation scheduled between November 6th and December 6th. You are expected to attend as many of the other presentations as possible.

Required Texts & References
Required readings will be posted for students.
Course Assignments (APA version 7.0 required):

Program Portfolio (Due on the day of the second class)
You will complete a portfolio that contains a compilation of the material from each of your courses. You should include:
· course outlines
· favorite readings/publications/books (one or two from each course)
· examples of assignments
· any keepsakes from your courses that serve as important reminders of your growth – emails, notes that you wrote, messages from friends, family, colleagues, photographs, calendar or journal entries

You will need to reflect on each course. Please reflect specifically on each piece of evidence from the course that you have selected – explain why it was important or describe how that piece helps you to reflect on a particular part of your learning journey. Select pieces that might represent turning points in your knowledge, values, or beliefs. The benefit of each course should be specifically addressed and you should communicate how each of the courses connects to the web of understanding that you have developed in your Master’s program. The portfolio should begin with a table of contents, and introduction. The portfolio should end with a conclusion. The portfolio must be published digitally. Although this portfolio is primarily for you, please consider the audience and the ease of accessibility of the information as well as the aesthetic appearance of the document.

Proposal for Change or Article for the BU Graduate Journal in Education (due date may vary with presentation schedule)
For this assignment, you can choose between writing a proposal that could potentially be delivered to your principal, the school board, the staff at your school, or a community group. Or, you can choose to write a final paper that could potentially be sent to the BU Graduate Journal in Education.
If you choose the proposal, you will need to include: 
· a cover page, 
· a table of contents, 
· an introduction, 
· a statement of purpose and discussion of the importance, 
· a literature review (3-5 pages), 
· a description of the intended activities, 
· a budget, 
· and a conclusion. 
It can be up to 20 pages in length and should be something that you would actually like to develop.

If you choose to write the article, it will need to be prepared to the standards set out by the journal:
· scholarly papers dealing with a specific issues in education 
· 2500 to 5000 words, including the title, abstract, and list of references
· Must follow APA 7th Edition

Public Presentation (schedule developed collaboratively)
At the end of the course, you will have an opportunity to present your personal journey (15 minutes) and host a workshop (1 hour) about your topic. Faculty members, other members of the educational community, and your friends, family, and co-workers will be invited to attend the presentations. Students in the class will be required to attend the presentations.
